 Mattress Sale: August 12th from 10:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. and August 13th 

from 12:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m. at Ooltewah High School Commons 
Derek Weaver attended the meeting to discuss the upcoming sale. This will be 
the third year for the mattress sale and the Band has made $12,083 to date. 
Goal is to sell 100 mattresses. 

o He will have several mattress brands to choose from and he will also have 
pillows, mattress protectors 

o A week before this year’s sale, Derek will reach out to everyone in the 
Ooltewah area by sending out direct mail promotion  

o He is offering Financing (90 days same as cash); or 6 month layaway for 
those not qualifying for financing. Delivery is $75 and haul away is $25 

o For anyone that purchases a mattress, they will receive a sheet set for 
free (you choose your color) 

o Write students name on the flyer and send out to friends and family 
  



o Students are eligible to win prizes – a jacket and money in their band

o If the Band sells 40 mattresses, he will have a drawing for a 43 inch
